1) Food Preparation 

Provide age appropriate nutritious meals and snacks according to Saskatchewan Childcare Regulations and Canada’s Food Guide/A boriginal Food Guide 
Prepare main meals and snacks. 
Prepare nutritious snacks for the afternoon. 
Prepare creative meals and snacks that allow each child to experience new foods, flavors, and textures.  
Keep a running list of groceries, cleaning supplies and kitchen supplies needed. 
Prepare menu and shopping list accordingly. 

2) Food Handling/Housekeeping 

Handle and prepare all foods according to food safe techniques. 
Clean and sanitize after snacks and lunch.
